The deadline for the petition to be

received by the Nominating Committee

is May 25,2008. Along with the petition,

you must submit a brief resume and a

signed statement certifying that you

will be willing to serve if elected.

The names of all nominees by petition

and nominees from the Nominating

Committee will be posted in each branch

prior to the election.

The election will not be conducted by ballot

when there is only one nominee for the

position to be filled. When there is more

than one candidate for any vacancy, then

the election will be conducted by mail.
